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Member Highlight – July 2022  
Why Will Vawter?
Hancock County Arts is delighted to introduce or reintroduce you to Will Vawter.  The Hancock County Arts Council celebrates the 24th year of our Will Vawter Art Exhibition.  We are in Wikipedia!
WILL VAWTER was born on April 13, 1871, in Boone County, West Virginia. He moved with his family to Greenfield, Indiana, at age six. Young Will loved to draw and would frequently fill the pages of his schoolbooks with sketches. Basically, a self -taught artist, Vawter started doing illustrations for the Indianapolis Sentinel in 1891. Soon his work appeared in other newspapers and magazines. Around the same time, another Greenfield native was also making a name for himself as a poet. James Whitcomb Riley, known as the “Hoosier Poet,” was a national bestseller with poems such as “Little Orphant Annie” and “The Raggedy Man.” In 1893, Riley hired Will Vawter as an illustrator. Over the next thirty years, Vawter ’s work appeared in many of Riley’s books.

His illustrations often used local residents as models. His work was widely celebrated and he exhibited at the Hoosier Salon and the Brown County Art Gallery Association where he won prizes in 1925, 1926, 1928, 1930, 1932 and 1935.[2] He was married to Mary Vawter, an accomplished poet and landscape artist. The couple divorced in 1923. Vawter moved to Nashville, Indiana, to join the Brown County Art Colony permanently in 1908. He had two residences in the area, one a studio in town, the other a 57 acres estate about a half mile outside of Nashville. Vawter was a pioneer member of the Brown County Art Gallery Association. There he helped establish what would later be known as the Brown County Art Colony along with other famous Indiana artists, such as, T.C. Steele and Adolph and Ada Shulz. Despite moving to Brown County, Vawter maintained his Greenfield ties. Will Vawter died in 1941 and was laid to rest in Greenfield ’s Park Cemetery.
